Microsimulation Models to Inform Colorectal Cancer

Screening Decisions: From validated tools to tailoring recommendations
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The effect of flexible-sigmoidoscopy screening or of guaiac fecal occult blood testing on
colorectal cancer mortality is consistent across several European settings. (this thesis)

Known life-style risk factors can explain the heterogonous rates of colorectal cancer
incidence in Europe: the natural history of colorectal cancer does not differ across
European countries. (this thesis)

Patients with cystic fibrosis should be screened for colorectal cancer from an earlier age
and with a shorter screening interval than the general population. (this thesis)

Existing colorectal cancer screening guidelines for high-risk groups based on genetic
predisposition or gastrointestinal disorders cannot be generalized to other high-risk
populations, such as individuals with cystic fibrosis or childhood cancer survivors.
(this thesis)

When randomized clinical trials are deemed unethical or infeasible, valid decision models
are the best alternative to guide clinical practice. (this thesis)

Younger cancer survivors are particularly vulnerable to material, psychological, and
behavioral medical financial hardship.
